In the early morning hours of Sunday April 16, 2023, Eddie Randell was called
home to eternal peace at the age of 83 years old. Eddie was born in Colquitt
County, Georgia on June 7, 1939. He was the first born child of Alexander

Council Southern Jurisdiction Prince Hall Affiliated.
