Sallie Lee Sharp Stubbs was born on June 7, 1929, in Deerfield Beach,
Florida, to the late James and Carrie Carter Sharp. She was the fifth of eight
children. 

 

Growing up in Deerfield Beach, Sallie and Carrol Stubbs, Sr. knew each other
for most of their lives, having first formally met in the 4th grade at Braithwaite
School. Sallie and Carrol, who preceded her in death, shared more than 75
years of marriage. To this union six children were born, four of whom
preceded her in death: Bernice Stubbs Bracy, Mable Stubbs Hughes, Stevie
Stubbs, and Carrol Stubbs, Jr. 

 

Sallie often recalled her family being the first family of color in Deerfield Beach
to receive electric lights, a story she shared with pride. A hardworking woman,
she devoted herself to excellence and instilled that same value in her children.
For many years, she worked as a housekeeper assistant in private homes in
Boca Raton. One of her employers, a wealthy banker, became a mentor to her
and nurtured her natural talent for money management and business. 

 

Sallie Stubbs was the true definition of “grandma.” She never missed a
birthday, school performance, graduation, football game, wedding, or the birth
of a baby. Her home was always open. Known throughout the community for
her generosity, she welcomed everyone at her table. Holidays, especially New



Year’s Day, found her home filled with family, friends, plenty of food, laughter,
and love. 

 

Caring for family was a Sharp family tradition, and Sallie embodied it
completely. She believed no loved one should ever stay in the hospital alone
and spent years caring for her mother, father, stepmother, and others until
their passing. She also dedicated over twenty years assisting her son, Carrol
Jr., at Stubbest Catering and Takeout, where she joyfully prepped soul food,
and made sure everything in the shop was spotless. 

 

We take comfort in knowing that Sallie has been called from her earthly
burdens into God’s everlasting rest, a place of peace and love.
