Theotis Taylor was born August 2, 1946, to the late George Franklin and
Eloise Taylor in Lyons Georgia. He was one of 14 children.

Theotis was the part of the Color Guard with the American Legion, Post 220
and gave the necessary commands for movements and rendering honors



during drill exercises and parade ceremonies.

members and others for assistance, he always came through without
hesitation.
